
1.  Plant seed 1-2 inches below the soil surface. 

2.  Plant at a rate of 950,000 – 1,250,000 live plants per acre.

3.  To maximize economic yields apply adequate levels of nutrients
  based on soil fertility and yield goal recommendations. In general, 2.5
 pounds of Nitrogen per bushel of expected yield should be applied.
 sulfur should be added to the fertilizer program in not already using
 a sulfur rich product to maximize protein potential. An N:S ratio of
 5:1 in the soil and 10:1 in plant tissue is recommended.

4.  Plant certifi ed seed.
